Looking In,

During our Fiscal Year 2015, the Kinnickinnic River Land Trust
(KRLT) invested time looking inward at our organization and
considerably more time reaching out to our members,
friends and the community. We completed a rigorous pro-
cess of inward review last February when we received the
renewal of our national land trust accreditation. Throughout
the rest of the year, we engaged many of our members, part-
ners and the community in our KRLT preserves.

As the first land trust in Wisconsin to receive national accred-
itation from the Land Trust Accreditation Commission in
2009, we were the first to require a five-year renewal. The
renewal process included a thorough and comprehensive
review of KRLT policies and procedures to verify that we
meet nationally established land trust standards and practic-
es. We were pleased and proud when the Commission
awarded our accreditation renewal on February 13, 2015.
Continued accreditation assures KRLT members and donors
that our governance, finances, operations and conservation
projects meet established industry standards and that dona-
tions are wisely used.

While reviewing and negotiating several conservation proper-
ties for land protection, we invested considerable time and
effort in managing and improving our KRLT preserves. The
KRLT owns three preserve properties (Jackson, Kelly Creek
and Trumpeter Swan) totaling 160 acres that are growing in
use by KRLT members, schools, the university and community
groups for education, research and outdoor recreation. As
you will find in our recently published Kinnickinnic Water-
shed Public Recreation Map, each is strategically located and
includes natural habitats and water features unique to the
Kinni. We were gratefully able to expand our management
and use of our two most accessible preserves with the addi-
tion of volunteer preserve stewards Andy Roth at Jackson
Preserve and Dan Wilcox at Kelly Creek Preserve.

Reaching Out

With funding from the Wisconsin DNR and consulting ser-
vices from plant ecologist Scott Zager, we established a mod-
el invasive species inventory and control plan for our Jackson
Preserve in the fall of 2014. The results were used immedi-
ately in late September by Andy Roth to recruit several volun-
teers to remove buckthorn from two priority locations fol-
lowed by a “burn party” last January. In May, Andy provided
guidance to River Falls Middle School teachers, parents and
students for more invasives control as part of their year-end
Service Learning Day.

We also carried out parallel projects with terrific results at
our Kelly Creek Preserve with the leadership of Dan Wilcox.
Dan organized work days with KRLT member volunteers in
the fall (2014) and spring (2015) to remove invasives crowd-
ing the Kelly Spring and prepare for a spring prairie burn.
With input and guidance from Mike Miller of The Prairie En-
thusiasts, the River Falls Fire Department conducted a con-
trolled burn on all of the restored prairie and grasslands in
late April. The successful burn was followed by brush removal
in the grassland area through the Service Learning Day that
led to a prairie restoration seeding of prairie grasses and
forbs by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.

These are just a few examples of what we can accomplish
through our conservation work in our KRLT preserves by
reaching out to our members, volunteers, supporters and
partners. Many thanks for your time, effort and financial sup-
port that make it possible for us to pursue our vision of a
Kinni that is cold, clean and free ... forever!
